Ago
By 1he Isvextor o Miocano.

I suppose that to imost of you boys, 15 vears
looks a very long time. Well. that's exgetly
how old Meccano is. I marketed it for the first
tine i 1901, under the name of ** Mechanies
Made Easv,” and [ can assure vou that com-
pared with Meceano of the presert day 1t was a
very erude article. There were no rectangular
or sector plates, or eranks or couplings, and
only a few patterns of wheels.  The strips were
made of tin and no attempt was made to display
and haox the parts as vou see them nowadays,
The foundation of the svstem: was there, how-
ever. and has in no wise changed. The stan-
dardisation of the whole system, the equidistant
holes. are the same now as they were then, and
without these features the Meccano system
would fall to pieces, )

Experts who ought to have known, gentle-
men whe had sold tovs all their lives, consolting
engineers of same repute, whilst commending
thedeaassured me that the possthilities were so
limited that the system wonld die an carly death.

Still T pushed on, my greatest encour-
agenent coming from hoys like yourselves,
strong sturdy boys, stndions boys, weakly and
ailing boys, who used to write and tell me how
the hobby amused them, helped them. or
relieved  their dark hours of suffering 1
believed i my invention and felt that its
development was certum, and dependent only
on its merits hecoming understood. T improved
all the parts, devised new ones, had others sug-
gested to me, and with these T invented new
models and improved the ald ones, and greatly
enlarged the geope of the hobby,

This constant and steady improvenent had
a great effect on the minds of the sceptics who
had at firat prophesied disaster, and hy degrees
their voices were hushed and they ceased to
shake their heads over what they considered mv
follv. Bovsand parents had been my staunchest
frienids from the beginping, but now engineers
began to ;!i‘-‘i‘ me enconrasement and |nru[-hv.\"\'
great things for Meceano.

Dealers 1n woke up to the fact
that & new era in tovs had commenced
that bovs were no longer contented to play
with something which gave pleasure for an
hour and was then thrown awav, or which
broke even before it had ceased 10 have the
power of miving pleasare: that bovs had brams
and could be interested in things whieh stinn-
lated serious thought and which ealled forth
powers of invention and ingenuity hitherto
stifled for lack of an outlet,  They eonmenced
to study the hobbv for themselves, and with
studv came appreciation.  They
cager as 1 was to get as mueh of it into British
homes as they could, aml as confident as T was
that it would become part of the family life
wherever there were bovs in the home.  All the
leading dealers in London and in the Provinees
co-operated with me in oa manner which was
most gratifving, to make Meccano as widely
known as possible, and I nnmber amongst my
beat friends many of the keen-brained men in
this country who have built up suceessful toy
businesses,

In future wssues [ hope to tell vou some
interesting things about our patents and regis-
trations, how our«Manuals have come to he
improved so greatly, the wonderful evolntion of

hecame  as
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the models, and the still greater possibilities
which the new Meceano parts have opened up.
I want to tell you also of my experiences in
advertising Meccano, how we came to know and
use the wonderful boys whom you see so busily
working at the models in our Magazine adver-
tisements and in our booklets. T should like to
take all Meccano hoys through our manufae-
turing departments and show them the fas-
cinating processes by which our raw materials
are converted into the beautiful parts which
they build with, but our factory, big as it is,
would never hold them all. Still, T hope very
shortly to tell vou many interestmg things about

The
following extract from their i1ssue of Sept. 30th
shows what happened :—

To-day I am giving the result of the recent
competition set for SBection A, the members of
which were asked to deseribe their favourite
toys.

The prizes have been won by two boys,
whose entries are most tidy, and the writing

With few exceptions the favourite toy among
boys is Meccano, with which the most wonderful
toys may be constructed.

Before the war, German and Austrian
boys were very fond of Meccano, which they
purchased in large quantities through our
branch in Berlin. This business is all stopped
now, of course, and we have information that
the German Government have appropriated all
our assets in that country. Our Berlin manager
was interned in Ruhleben for 12 months, and
was sent home as an invalid last December,
That, however, iz another and very interesting
story, which we hope to tell you in a future
issue, In the meantime, all business with
enenty countries is at an end.

In France and ltaly, in common with all
toys, Meccano can only be imported after a
special license has been granted. The boys in
these and in all the allied countries are playing
with Meccano in increasing numbers, The
Meceano Magazine is published from our branch
in Paris, and the letters we receive from boys on
the Continent show us that they are second to
none in their enthusiasm for Meceaneo,

Colonial boys are keen Meccano boys, and
we export plenty of Meecano to them. They
take the greatest interest in our new models, and
are becoming formidable competitors in our
Prize Contests. We get letters from Canada,
Australia. New Zealand, South Africa, where we
have Meccano depéts ; and in India and all the
smaller Colonies Meccano fires the mind and
hrightens the play hours of thousands of boys.

“The Neutral Countries have long succumbed
to the fascination of Mececano, and in America,
Holland, Norway, Sweden, and Denmark the
demand grows greater year by year.

Meccano literature is published in fifteen
languages, and there are seven distinct editions
of our big Manual of Instructions, for various
countries.
